The Trust welcomes all gifts, monetary or otherwise. The following are examples of legacies 
and bequests the Trust can deal with. Should you have any questions regarding leaving  
something to the Trust, please do not hesitate to contact us using the details overleaf. 
 

Pecuniary 
A pecuniary legacy is of a specific amount of money left to the Trust. It is a good idea to link 
this value with inflation, therefore one is able to retain the full value of the amount. 
 

Residuary  
A residuary gift is a gift of the remaining value once all debts, pecuniary legacies, fees and 
other charges have been met. One is able to leave whole or a percentage of the residuary to 
the Trust. This final value is irrespective of inflation. 
 

Non-monetary 
A non-monetary legacy is also available to the Trust. This is where a gift is made that is not a 
value of money, but assets such as property, shares, publications and other artefacts etc.  
 
If you have already made a will or recently updated it, one can add a legacy or bequest by 
drafting a codicil.
